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New style threading

Saving pushes the contents of the context up *one* level

Still only one thread per managed object context

Made easier with internal threads (performBlock:)
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Get permanent object IDs

Certain requests use object ID to equate managed objects

If this is temporary, the request won’t work
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Get permanent object IDs

Object IDs aren’t permanent until objects are saved to disk

or:

-obtainPermanentIDsForObjects:error:
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
